Estimated cost of this project is $75,348. The contract proposes the installation of 278
trees and 1,533 native plants. The majority of the trees are replacements for trees that
have died due to age or have had to be removed after being struck by vehicles. In some
medians, ornamental trees are being planted for the first time. We are continuing to
experiment with native grasses and prairie plants in medians. We have enjoyed a
positive response from the public in this effort. (The tulips and daffodils are not prairie
plants but provide some color in the spring before the prairie plants.)
