The Commission instructed staff to draft language to require a permit for 

temporary real estate graphics of the larger size (64 square feet) for review to 

establish a time frame for its allowance and review on an annual basis. The 

Commission further noted that if a fee is required in order to institute this 

level of regulation, the fee for renewal should be less than that of the original, 

where the original would be based on the current fee structure within both the 

existing and proposed sign ordinance.
