PUBLIC COMMENT

Kelly Anderson from the Rape Crisis Center appeared to discuss the
importance of Rape Crisis services. She believes the services are part of the
City’s core safety net, and they help people who have no where else to turn.
The City supplies funding for about one quarter of their budget.

Diana Shinall from Madison Apprenticeship Program discussed the work MAP
is doing on Allied Drive. They will be celebrating a milestone-100 individuals
have graduated through the program. Ms. Shinall suggested the CSC shift
funding from those agencies that are not doing so well.

Zanna Majerle from Neighborhood House appeared and asked the Committee
to follow past procedures and not cut from some programs more than others.
The City funds about 20% of Neighborhood Houses budget.

Janet Laube is the President of the Board of Directors of Neighborhood House.
She reported that she is seeing a resurgence of support and participation in
Neighborhood House.

Tariq Pasha from Common Wealth Development thanked the Committee for its
support in their expansion efforts and for supporting the recent curfew issue.
Mr. Pasha discussed the success of the program and the need for it. The City
supplies funding for about one quarter of Common Wealth’s budget.

A motion was made by Paul Van Rooy, seconded by David Wandel to adopt the
scenario depicted in the staff document for Program Areas Il, IV, V, VI, and VII,
which is to make the 6% cut proportionately from all programs in the lowest
priority area, and from all programs in Program Area IV where all programs are
A-1 priority.
